The 

Psalmist is inviting the local Church to be “a light in the darkness for the upright”.  So that together with St Paul, we 

can claim the knowledge “about Jesus, and only about him as the crucified Christ.”  Christ is calling us as His 

disciples to be “Salt of the earth… the light of the world… a city build on a hill-top that cannot be hidden…”
